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Gujarat govt offer for India amazing from space: Sunita Williams

stents with US FDA
nod: Twice the price

IN AN ORDER BEING viewed as
favouringAmericanbusinesses,
the Gujarat government has
introduced adifferential pricing
system for stents to be used
under the flagship Ayushman
Bharat health insurance scheme
—thoseapproved by the United
States Food and Drug Adminis-
tration (USFDA) will be priced
X25,000 per stent, and those
cleared bythe Indian drugregu-
lator costing less than half or
312,000 per stent.

Currently, all drug-eluting
stents (DES), used to treat
blocked heart arteries, are
pricedat¥35,000.Indian med-
ical manufacturers have now
raised concerns over the new
pricing policy, calling it “dis-
criminatory” and urging the
government to “ensure fair
competition” in the market.
Stent implants under the
Ayushman Bharat scheme in
Gujarat accounted for an
expenditure of I429 croresince
the scheme’s rolloutin 2018.

At present, Rajasthan also
offers such differential pricing
for stents, but this is based on
clinical data.Stents supported by
clinical data published in glob-
allyreputed peer-reviewed jour-
nals are priced at ¥23,625,and
those without such data
at ¥12,500. Raising a red flag
on the Gujarat government’s
decision, the Association of
Indian Medical Device Industry
(AiMeD)haswritten tothe union
ministerforhealth & familywel-
fareJPNadda saying this“willbe
seenashelpingAmerican MNCs
capture back their lost market
share at more favourable and
profitablereimbursement”.As of
now, Indian manufacturers
account for nearly 69% of the
DES used under Ayushman
Bharatin Gujarat.

Medical Services & Medical Edu-
cation in Gujarat, told Bajaj
Allianz General Insurance Com-
panythat thisnew“interim pric-
ing structure shall remain in
effect”until June 30,2025.Bajaj
Allianz,a private insurer, provide
coverage for Ayushman Bharat
Pradhan Mantri Jan Arogya
Yojana (AB-PMJAY) in the state.

The state government said
the pricing changes aim to
“maintain cost-effectiveness
while ensuring high-quality
patient care”

“To evaluate the financial
and operational impact of this
pricing model, Bajaj Insurance
Company will conduct a com-
prehensive impact assessment
three months from the date of
implementation. The findings
from this assessment will be
reviewed to determine whether
the current pricing framework
should be continued,revised, or
discontinued beyond the stipu-
lated period,” the Gujarat gov-
ernment wrote to the insurer.

In Gujarat, the cashlessand
paperless scheme provides up
to ¥10 lakh annually per fam-
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ily, allowing beneficiaries to
receive treatment for 2,471
specified procedures at nearly
2,654 empanelled hospitals.

According to the National
Health Authority’s official dash-
board, cardiology is among the
top two specialties accessed by
beneficiaries in Gujarat, second
only to urology. A significant
X650 crore has been spent on
cardiology treatments. Among
thetop three procedures,percu-
taneous transluminal coronary
angioplasty —aminimallyinva-
sive procedure used to open
blocked coronary arteries,
where drug-eluting stents are
implanted—has accounted for
%429 crore in expenditure.

Meanwhile, AiMeD sought
Nadda’s “urgent intervention”
and “roll back the unfair dis-
criminatory notification”.

“We bring to your attention
the disturbing discriminatory
pricing mechanism rolled out
on March 10, the policy is not
onlyunfairbutalsoundermines
India’s own medical regulatory
system,” Rajiv Nath, Forum
Coordinator,AiMeD wrote.

INDIA IS AMAZING from space,
NASAastronaut Sunita Williams
said and voiced optimism that
she will visit her “father’s home
country”and share experiences
about space exploration with
people there.

“And
you can see, as I’'ve described
before, just like this ripple that
happened, obviously when the
plates collided, and then as it
flows downintoIndia.It’smany,
many colours,”she said.
